BCHA AGM, Salmon Arm, B. C. 

The AGM was held in Salmon Arm on Sept. 11, 2009.  
The meeting was well attended with members from 
most areas of the province in attendance.  
We had Gordon Stephenson, gm of CHA, in attendance 
with some interesting information from Calgary:  

HEREFORD DIGEST ï now owned by CHA and 

there are 3 issues per year planned.  Summer, Fall, and 
Winter with the Fall issue going to all Commercial 
breeders as well.  Objective of the Digest is to use 
it as a marketing tool along with the opportunity to 
advertise on the CHA website.  The Digest is included 
in the membership fee as well.  Don Richardson 
encourages transfers of all of your sales of both 
females and bulls to commercial operations as that will 
expand the marketing tool of the Digest as the mailing 
list is derived from all sales and transfers.

GENETIC ABNORMALITIES:  hairlessness, 
idiopathic epilepsy and dilutor syndrome (grey calf) 
motion was passed to test all AI Sires, walking bulls 
and donor cows for the 3 abnormalities.  The CHA 
board will pursue the costs for mandatory testing of 
the above breeding groups.  Listing of affected animals 
will be on the CHA website.

RUSSIAN EXPORTS ï to date, B.C. does not get to 
participate as the animals are shipped out of Montreal.  
There have been about 2,000 head shipped so far with 
cattle from Saskatchewan to the east participating 
in this program.  The CHA plans a follow up trip to 
Russia to see how successful the program is so far.  
Unfortunately, there has been a delay in getting the 
transfers on these shipped animals completed.

NATIONAL  MARKET DEVELOPMENT 
PROGRAM ï they have set up feeder calf sales in 
the fall, in BC the sales covered were Valley Auctions 
in Armstrong and BC Livestock in both Kamloops 
and Williams Lake.  CHA also attended the B.C. 
Cattlemanôs Association AGM  in Kamloops and was 
very successful with a lot of trafýc to our booth.
