27, 2008.  The sale was dedicated to the memory 
of Keith Miller and Tom Charlton, two long time 
members and friends who passed on earlier this 
year.

A total of 30 Hereford lots were sold for an 
approximate average of $1600 each

SHOWS:

Abbotsford Agri-Fair was held on August 4, 2008 
with Robert Young judging.  He chose Spady Farmôs 
Thunder 139N Tinkerbelle 18T  Grand Champion 
Female and his Reserve Grand Champion came from 
Triplecourt Farmôs LCI 82H Kahlua Lady 50L .  
Grand Champion Bull went to Coppertone 36N Tal 
ET 3T  with Bard 18L Ultrasonic Lengend owned 
by Kensington Prairie Farm going Reserve Grand 
Champion Bull.  Both the Grand Champion Bull and 
Female received a $250.00 prize sponsored by the 
Bank of Montreal.  

The Calf Challenge had a disappointing turn out but 
was still quality packed.  The 2008 Calf Challenge 
sponsored by Candy Cane Farms went to Thunder 
29F Saphire 1S owned by Carol Sandoff and 
Outwest Ranches.  In second place was KPR 45K 
Serena 3S owned by Kensington Priarie Farms.

There was a good showing of Herefords at the PNE, 
with Morgan Godfrey taking ýrst place in the Top 
Hereford Heifer category and Courtenay Spady and 
Christina Jones taking second and third respectively.  
Each of the exhibitors received a $250.00 voucher 
to go towards the purchase of any Hereford at the 
2008 Evergreen sale.  All three girls subsequently 
purchased animals at the Evergreen Sale.
Morgan Godfrey also showed the top Hereford Steer 
with Tara Truswell taking second.  Morgan received 
$150.00 and Tara $100.00 from WCHC for their 
placements.

I.P.E. at Armstrong had an increased entry this year 
with a large enough entry to make a breed show.   
Grand Champion Bull went to Scotchlands SL 
McLovin 217U sired by GH Stoutline ET 87P and 
out of  Scotchlands Thunder Curby 17S.  Reserve 
Grand Champion Bull was shown by Triplecourt 
Herefords.  On the female side Grand Champion 
Female was an entry of Harvie Ranching (Iôm sorry, 
I donôt have her name) with Tegan McArthurôs 2006 
heifer Scotchlands Thunder Curby 17S with 217U 
at side going Reserve Grand Champion.  She is a 
daughter of Star SS Thunder LT 62J and MFR Lass 
17K.

Salmon Arm Fair, which is the largest Hereford 
show in B.C., was very competitive.  The judge, Ron 
Hanson of Airdrie, Alberta,   had his work cut out 
for him with the quality entries and chose CCR 28M 
Taurus ET 350T as his Grand Champion Bull and 
CCR 199S Undertaker ET 789U as Reserve Grand 
Champion Bull.  Both of these bulls are owned by 
Copper Creek Ranch.  

On the female side both the Grand and Reserve 
Champion came out of the 2 yr old female with 
natural calf at side.  Grand Champion Female 
was Thunder 29F Sapphire 1S owned by Carol 
Sandhoff with Reserve Grand Champion Harvie Ms 
Medonte 1S owned by South Alder Farm and Harvie 
Ranching.   The Hereford Challenge ñClass of 2008ò 
was won by Fred & Maureen Ziemerôs Echo Valley 
87J Stacey 47S.  The Bull Calf Jackpot was won by 
Copper Creek Ranch with CCR 199S Undertaker 
ET 789U

FarmFair:  Apparently Herefords were the only 
breed whose numbers werenôt down at FarmFair this 
year and the big winner in females came from B.C.!  
I have included a report along with a picture from 
Don Richardson where Tlell Polled Herefords put 
BC bred Herefords on the map.  

National Hereford Show: Copper Creek Ranch 
made the trip to the Toronto Winter Fair for the 
National Hereford show.   CCR 199s Undertaker 
ET 789U placed second in his 2008 calf class.  He is 
a son of CCR 57G Stamina ET 199s out of  Thunder 
23C Lisa 18L and sold to Wooden Shoe Farm, Idaho 
for $4800 at the National Hereford Sale.  Placing 
1st in his class and Intermediate Division Bull 
Calf Champion was Maxium Thunder ET 823 U, 
another Thunder 23C Lisa 18L son sired by Golden-
Oak 4J Maxium 28M.  CCR 57G Stamina ET 199S 



owned by Copper Creek Ranch and the Stamina 
syndicate placed 4th in the 2006 Bull class.  

Agribition was once again a very large show and 
was well represented by B. C. Hereford Breeders.  
Placements of note in the 2008 heifer calf class 
splits; Platinum Genetics placed 3rd in her class with 
PGG 5D Keyline ET 3U a daughter of Remitall 
Superduty X Wilgore 174H Keyline 29F 55K.
Harvie Ms Mystique 69U owned by Harvie 
Ranching of Alberta and North Bluff Farms ýnished 
4th in class, she is a daughter of Harvie Raftsman 
16R and OBF Mystique 61K.
South Alder Farms/North Bluff Farms/Harvie 
Ranchingôs entry of Harvie Ms Ulysses 11U was 
second in her class.  She is another Raftsman 
daughter out of DTHF Ravin 144R.
Remitall Belle ET 73T a Remitall Online 122L 
and Remitall MW Belle 52P daughter placed 2nd in 
her class of Female born in 2007.  She is owned by 
Harvie Ranching/ 3DL Farm/Murphy Ridge Farms.
The Square-D Polled Herefords, Lyle Pollard entry 
of Square-D Ellie 6003S with her calf Square-D 
Holly 603U placed 4th in her class of 2006 Female 
with Tattooed Calf
Kootenay Polled Herefords exhibited PGG SD 
Paciýc Western ET 2U to a 4th place ýnish in his 
2008 Bull Calf class.  He is a þush brother to their 
class placing heifer with another þush brother, PGG 
SD Northwestern ET 1U placing 5th in his 2008 
Bull calf division.
In the Horned Hereford Show, a placing of note is 
that of Bar-H Queen Ten 2U owned by Bar-H Land 
& Cattle who was Senior Division Female Calf 
Champion.  The connection to BC here is that this 
heifer is sired by Richardson Ranchôs Tlell 4M Shrek 
out of Tlell 117F Joey 16S who was sold by the 
Richardsons as a bred heifer last year. 

REGIONAL CLUB MEETINGS:  The AGM of 
the Thompson Valley Hereford Breeders was held 
on November 15, with 18 members in attendance.  
They had their pre Christmas banquet with a pot 
luck dinner as well.  Their elections were held and 
Dena Finlay is President, Maureen Ziemer Vice 
President with Joan OôBrien continuing as Secretary/
Treasurer.  Directors for 2009 will be Simon 
Shaw, Joan OôBrien, Geoff OôBrien, Ricky Hyam, 
Keith Bostock, Dena Finlay and Maureen Ziemer.  
Maureen will be the BCHA rep for 2009 and Dena 
Finlay the BCHA rep for 2010.  This is a very 
active group and discussion was held on next yearôs 
Salmon Arm Hereford show which will be held Sept. 

11, 12 & 13, 2009.  They also plan on continuing 
with the ýeld days held in the summer as this is a 
great opportunity for breed enthusiasts to socialize.

There are 10 from 
Don & Leslie Richardson; Elsie and Al Brigden 
have 2; Dennis & Darlene Borrow have 4; Southside 
Herefords have 2 and a new breeder Whisky Creek 
Ranch have 3.  The test started on October 29 and 
they are weighed every 4 weeks.  Their progress can

Results of ýrst 28 days are online already.
